Agencies using AI instead of 
commissioning artists

Generate artwork ideas and concepts

Visualisation alongside written scripts

Streamlining color flatting process

First draft lettering assistance

Visual research and inspiration

Quick mock-ups for client presentations

Creating basic or repetitive features

Using "found" AI images as creative 
springboard

Testing various visual ideas quickly

Scriptwriting AI making development 
quicker, reducing writers involved

Alignment to mainstream formulas, 
lacking personality and "voice"

Audience possibly accepting lower quality 
writing

Exclusion of some people from the writing 
process

Loss of nuance in poetic forms

AI creating reviews not actually relating to 
original poems

Learning to adapt sections of text, putting 
adaptors out of work

Research assistance for historical contexts

Quick generation of initial drafts

Plot idea development

Organising storylines into traditional story 
beats

Development tool for exploring options 
quickly

Overview of recently adapted novels (for 
adaptors)

Using AI as an assist for short forms (e.g., 
haiku for poets)

General Impacts Across All Categories

Copyright questions about AI training data

Loss of agency for creative people

Every AI prompt improving the system but 
potentially reducing human work

Core skills disappearing through reduced 
practice

Short-term economic gain but long-term 
economic loss

Convenient tools potentially becoming a 
curse

Indecisiveness in creative processes

Loss of depth and coherence in creative 
works

Speed increases for first drafts
