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External Members for Degree Examination Boards

The duties of External Members appointed to Degree Examination Boards are:
I. To comment on the standards of achievement, as represented by the classification mark and degree classifications, and the comparability of this achievement to standards elsewhere.
II. To make known any cases for concern in relation to academic standards.

III. To provide an external perspective on the interpretation of regulations and on recommendations for the suspension of regulations. 

IV. To provide advice on the use of discretion, within the permitted scope of the regulations, in order to agree results, progression and award, 

V. To attend the meetings of the Degree Examination Board, and participate fully in decision making,
VI. To endorse the awards, degree classifications and progression decisions made by the Degree Examination Board. 

VII. To submit a full report, including an optional confidential report to the Principal. 

VIII. To perform any other duties requested by Senate or the Degree Examination Board, following appropriate consultation over the nature of those duties. 
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
