Over time,
it became known as Tower
Hamlets.

Community Rules
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Do you remember what is the Equality Act? The Equality Act is a set of rules in a big rule book? The rules are there to protect you. For a community to be safe and enjoyable for everyone, it is important to follow the rules, such as working as a team, solving problems peacefully, and respecting others.
